“Thomson House is a great place, recently refurbished to an exceptionally high standard, and close to some of the Estate’s main facilities such as The Centre  meeting and restaurant amenities and the gym and fitness centre.  Our staff will benefit greatly from the free bus service running to and from the Estate.”
Specialist importer of high quality Italian alcoholic beverages, Mondial Wine Ltd, has selected MEPC Birchwood Park as the base for a new north of England warehouse and distribution facility.
Its 6,859 sq ft Cavendish Place premises will support the Surrey based firm’s Coulsdon operation, servicing a geographical area covering Manchester, Liverpool and Birmingham.
A spokesperson for Mondial said:  “MEPC Birchwood Park is strategically located for the northern area Mondial would like to concentrate on as it expands.  It also provides a very secure environment which is key to our business.”
Several existing MEPC Birchwood Park customers expanded on site, including leading manufacturer in the field of wind technology, Vestas-Celtic Wind Technology Ltd, which has expanded its existing MEPC Birchwood Park operation.
It has taken 16,040 sq ft of industrial warehouse space at the Estate, and increased its office operation in Bridgewater Place to over 15,500 sq ft.
Four further current customers have expanded on the Estate, with Nuclear Engineering Services Ltd, Tenet Consultants Ltd and Foster Wheeler Energy Ltd taking a total of 11,665 sq ft of office space in Chadwick and Thomson House, and GB Oils has increased its office to over 20,000 sq ft in Bridgewater Place.
Said MEPC Birchwood Park managing director Jonathan Walsh:  “December 2008 was the icing on the cake of what was truly a great year for MEPC Birchwood Park.
“During the year, we supported 20 existing customers with their growth plans and attracted 35 new customers to the Park.
“We believe that we can maintain a strong momentum throughout the economic downturn, continuing the consistently high performance that we have achieved over the last 10 years.”
