GOVERNMENT MINISTER OPENS ASHTON PRIMARY CARE CENTRE AT ST PETERSFIELD

The £9.8m Ashton Primary Care Centre, based at Ask Developments’ St Petersfield scheme, was officially opened by The Rt Hon Alan Johnson MP in April.

The 40,000 sq ft state-of-the-art health centre, funded by Tameside and Glossop PCT, provides a range of healthcare services under one roof with the latest equipment and technology in a confidential and safe environment. Longer opening hours and out of hours services will ensure greater access for everyone.  

St Petersfield is also home to Pennine Care NHS Trust’s headquarters, national charity Shaw Trust and national recruitment firm TNG.

When complete, St Petersfield will provide 280,000 sq ft of high quality office space with retail and leisure amenity facilities totalling 400,000 sq ft

The scheme is being delivered through a public/private sector partnership, with £14.5m of Northwest Regional Development Agency English Partnerships and European Regional Development Fund money already committed to the site.
